
Graduation Planning Strategy

This plan outlines a four-year path to graduation. You are expected to satisfy all “success marker” courses, grades, and GPAs as specifi ed.  For part-time students and students needing to complete background material, 
this schedule represents the order in which courses should be taken. This suggested plan to four-year graduation does not replace regular advising appointments. Some course offerings may change.
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An undergraduate education in psychology at Wright State provides a strong foundation in psychological theory, research, data management, and statistical analysis. It also provides the opportunity to develop valuable communication skills, both oral and written. With these insights and highly marketable skills, psychology majors have the flexibility to pursue jobs and careers in which these needs exist.

There are over 80 different areas in psychology each with diverse and exciting opportunities. Consider applying what you've learned about human behavior to conflict mediation, consulting/counseling, criminal justice, education, human resources, government, marketing and others. Graduate or Professional School

Pursuing the Bachelor of Arts (BA) in Psychology at Wright State University
BA students will learn about diverse topics in psychology and develop valuable skills applying psychological theory, communicating effectively, collecting and analyzing data, and interpreting statistical information.
 
BA Degree Admission Requirements 
- Earn at least a 2.25 Grade Point Average (GPA) overall and in psychology (based on Wright State or transfer courses)
- Obtain at least 20 semester hours overall (this includes PSY and non-PSY coursework from Wright State or from other institutions)
 
KEY Success Markers in the Psychology Curriculum for the BA Degree (The following courses MUST be taken in the order listed):
Statistics (STT 1600) >> Research Methods I (PSY 3010) >> Research Methods II (PSY 3020) >> PSY Capstones (PSY 4100-4990)
Each course represents one semester, thus it will take at least five semesters to complete the success markers.
